Art

The Maya civilization developed highly sophisticated artforms, and the Maya created art using both perishable and non-perishable
materials, including wood, jade, obsidian, ceramics, sculpted stone monuments, stucco, and finely painted murals.

Maya cities
Maya cities tended to expand haphazardly, and the city center would be occupied by commercial and administrative complexes,
surrounded by an irregular sprawl(=stretch) of residential districts. Different parts of a city would often be linked by causeways, a sort

of paved roads. The principal architecture of the city consisted of palaces, pyramid-temples, ceremonial ballcourts, and structures
aligned for astronomical observation.

Literate elite

The Maya elite were literate, and developed a complex system of hieroglyphic writing that was the most advanced in the pre-
